What right looks like: living Army values

In every job I've been assigned, I've
taken about 30-60 days to look at the
organization, assess strengths and
weaknesses and then communicate
messages about expectations. This
is the first of the “What Right Looks
Like” messages.

WRLLs are my thoughts on the
profession, on training and on skills
or attributes that I personally believe
contribute to building a great team.
They will usually be positive, but at
times they will also address issues I
feel we are failing at as an organiza-
tion.

WRLLs will cover a range of topics.
These will be generated by discussions
with you, by contact with members
of the commands or our families or
by random thoughts during physical
training.

My expectation is that when you
receive them you circulate them, keep
them on file and use them in profes-
sional discussion with members of
your team.

This first WRLL is about something
I believe to be at the base of every-
thing we do as professionals: the in-
culcation of and adherence to values.

In 1997, Chief of Staff of the Army
Gen. Dennis J. Reimer began a study
focused on values. Later he named the
core values he thought contributed
best to our professional competence:

loyalty, duty, respect, selfless service,
honor, integrity and personal cour-
age, so listed to form the acronym
LDRSHIP. He asked commanders to
reinforce the understanding of these
values as part of our professional
ethos.

While there were parts of Reimer's
campaign that were mocked (espe-
cially the printing of these values on
dog tags and the requirement to place
posters addressing values every-
where), I believe the campaign was
critical in forcing us to relook at who
we were and what we stood for. The
campaign contributed to the Army we
are today.

Being part of any profession —
whether medical, legal, religious, or
military — means more than just say-
ing “I'm a professional ... hoaah!” It
means you do all you can to commit
to a prescribed set of professional
values.

But values are the core of every-
thing our Army is and does.

In my last job leading Initial
Military Training, we significantly
advanced the way we “trained” values.
‘We made interactive videos, ensured
drill sergeants were teaching classes
on values and incorporating values in
all other skills they trained. Every-
thing a drill sergeant did was tied to
the inculcation of values in 10 weeks.

What I heard from Soldiers who
left basic training was the training
they received on values began fading

in Advanced Individual Training, and
by the time they reached their first
unit of assignment there was hardly a
mention of values at all.

I'm asking you to help me turn that
around.

We all know values are not just
for our new Soldier, they are for all
of us who wear the uniform. Lead-
ers especially must be accountable to
modeling and mentoring these values
on and off duty.

I believe that reminding ourselves
and our teams of values will exponen-
tially improve our professionalism.

But I also believe a campaign to
adhere to our values has a significant
effect on counteracting most of the
disciplinary issues that plague us.
+Sexual assault? That's a violation
of loyalty to fellow Soldiers, a lack of
respect for who each individual is and
shows a lack of personal courage (to
not step in and stop a violation if we
see it).
+Driving Under the Influence? That's
a violation of doing our duty (how
many briefings have we been to that
tell us what our standards should be
in this area?) and a failure of honor-
ing our uniform.
+Toxic leadership in the organization?
That's usually a result of a lack of
selfless service to Soldiers and the per-
sonal courage of people to speak up.
+Fraud, waste and abuse (using cell
phones or computers for unauthor-
ized activities)? That's clearly a viola-

tion of the value of integrity.

Placing emphasis on living the
Army values might be the element
which contributes to better individual
and unit discipline. It could cer-
tainly strengthen families, and it will
contribute to trust, which allows us to
build strong teams.

You all have been seeing and hear-
ing Command Sgt. Maj. Capel and
me on AFN commercials on this
topic. This was our attempt to start
the discussion that Soldiers in U.S.
Army Europe live our values.

This campaign will continue, and
you'll soon see Soldiers discussing
specific values — and how these values
(in combat, training and while wear-
ing civilian clothes) contribute to the
strength of our profession.

Command Sgt. Maj. Capel and I
both believe that if all of our com-
mand teams continue to reinforce
values — and remind Soldiers, civilians
and family members of their profes-
sional responsibility — we'll not only
be a stronger team, but we'll also
eliminate or reduce some of the prob-
lems that plague us in combat and in
garrison. And we'll also contribute to
the strength of our nation.

We feel if we get back to the core
of who we are as America's Army —
celebrating the pride of our Army
values — we will see positive results in
how people conduct themselves and
make ethical decisions in all aspects
of their lives.

Keeping Soldiers SHARP

New program combines
sexual harassment, assault
courses into one with aim
to increase reporting,
decrease incidences,
eventually eradicate cases

They disrupt day-to-day
operations, wreak turmoil,
create a climate of fear and
distrust, and victims’ lives are
all but changed forever.

In recent years, the Army
has stepped up its efforts to
eventually eradicate inci-
dences that studies indicate
are only reported about 33
percent of the time.

On the front line help-
ing to stop the enemy in its
tracks is the Sexual Harass-
ment/Assault Response and
Prevention program, a com-
prehensive integration with
the current Sexual Assault
Prevention and Response and
Prevention of Sexual Harass-
ment programs.

SHARP is still in its infant
stages and is not expected to
be fully implemented in fiscal
year until 2012, said Michelle
L. Fonseca, SHARP program
specialist at Headquarters,
U.S. Army Europe G1.

In recent years, the Deputy
Chief of Staff of the Army, G1,
determined sexual harass-
ment is a potential precursor
to sexual assault instead of
the two being separate issues.

“The Army realizes a lot of
incidences start from dispar-
aging comments and sexist
remarks, and some people
are motivated to sexually as-
sault,” Fonseca said.

Furthermore, the blame of
the assault or harassment has
now shifted from the victim,
whom Fonseca, a former ac-
tive duty equal opportunity
advisor, stressed should never
be made responsible, regard-
less of the scenario.

“No one deserves to be at-
tacked, yet society tends to
blame the victim, especially if
alcohol is involved,” she said.

In fact, Fonseca explained
booze, more so than date

rape drugs, is what perpetra-
tors tend to use to lower the
victim’s threshold to where
he or she cannot give consent.

“These people target indi-
viduals whom they perceive
to be vulnerable, and it’s
usually someone the victim
knows. Why would you ever
think your friend or coworker
or somebody else you know
would do this?” Fonseca said.

“We tend to believe it’s a
stranger who breaks into the
apartment in the middle of
the night or corners someone
in a dark alley, but it’s almost
always somebody the victim
knows pretty well or associ-
ates with in some manner,”
she added.

Sexual harassment and as-
sault are perhaps not com-
mon, but they do occur —
even one time is too many.

As such, the Army’s biggest
goal with the new program
is to increase reporting and
decrease incidences to hope-
fully one day eradicate the
need for either.

“We want to decrease the
numbers, definitely, and in-
crease education, awareness
and reporting. We are real-
istic, though, that no matter
how much we push forward
to the community, it still will
occur,” said Fonseca.

Reasons for underreport-
ing may never be fully real-
ized, but Fonseca said it ul-
timately depends on whether
or not the individual Soldier
wants to take specific action.

“They may not want any-
body to know, or they may
not have trust in leadership,
or they may fear retaliation,
particularly if the perpetrator
is in the same unit or senior
to them, in which case they
may fear reprisal. It could be
any number of things,” Fon-
seca said.

What the program hopes
to achieve is the ability for

Soldiers to have a contact to
talk to about any form of un-
wanted sexual acts without
compromising their privacy.
And often, the victim is un-
sure of what to do immedi-
ately after the incident.

“A lot of times, the (vic-
tims) are in shock initially
and not even quite sure what
they want to do, much less
think about how they want
to handle it. And whether
they are sexually assaulted
or raped, the power is taken
away from them,” Fonseca
said.

While POSH and SAPR
have restricted and unre-
stricted reporting available,
Soldiers sometimes have re-
ported what they mistakenly
perceived as harassment to
EO, which does not have con-
fidentiality.

Once it reaches that level,
what is in fact assault must be
reported to law enforcement
to account for those who
commit these crimes, per-
haps even against the victim's

wishes.

The merging of the pro-
grams will erase that uncer-
tainty and Soldiers will be
free to retain their confiden-
tiality with someone they
trust while seeking forms of
justice and the care they de-
serve, said Fonseca.

“With that option, they still
get the power they need and
that enables them to be able
to decide how they want to
handle their case. It’s a great
option because they still get
the help they need and they
can still handle it privately
and discretely. Some really
don’t want anybody to know
about it,” Fonseca said.

New counselors (the ma-
jority of whom are sergeants
first class or above) within
Baden-Wiirttemberg finished
intensive 80-hour training
from Mobile Training Teams
based in Washington, D.C. on
Patrick Henry Village in Hei-
delberg Thursday.

The hand-picked lead-
ers were chosen by their

commands after thorough
screenings and background
checks as well as criteria met
in Army Regulation 600-20:
Army Command Policy, Sex-
ual Assault Prevention and
Response Program.

Throughout 2011 and
2012, MTT will train more
than 17,000 SHARP per-
sonnel. Within USAREUR,
the training also recently
wrapped up in Bamberg,
Kaiserslautern, ~Wiesbaden,
Grafenwohr, Ansbach and
Vicenza and is heavily backed
by USAREUR Commander
Lt. Gen. Mark Hertling and
Command Sgt. Maj. Thomas
Capel.

Depending on the ranks
available within an organiza-
tion, majors and above and
General Schedule 11 civilians
and above may also serve as
SHARP specialists.

Currently, the positions are
collateral duty but by 2015
those in brigade and higher
positions will be permanent,
Fonseca said.
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New plan for Mannheim as student population decreases

Parents

were  notified

June 13 of the revised plan
which originally called for
all Mannheim Middle School
students to attend school
in the elementary building
which would have been re-
configured as a kindergarten
through eighth grade school.

Heidelberg District Super-
intendent Frank Roehl pre-
sented a number of options
to the affected families at a
meeting June 9 and conduct-
ed a survey.

Based on the results, the
course of action identi-
fied is an adaptation of the
most popular option, said

a DODDS-E press release
which also referred to the
accelerated movement of
school aged children out of
the Mannheim area resulting
in smaller than optimal class-
room sizes.

“We’ve been watching en-
rollments carefully over the
last couple months and have
noticed a steady decline in
the registered students. A
number of issues have im-
pacted the community. It’s a
closing community and the
numbers got to a point where
it was clear the best possible
program for these students

would be at Heidelberg Mid-
dle School,” Roehl said.

The middle school is a
25-minute bus ride from
Mannheim.

“Our overall concern was
for each child to have access
to the best possible educa-
tional opportunity,” Roehl
said.

“We believe this solution
allows for that. We have plen-
ty of capacity available at the
Heidelberg schools and there,
we’ll be able to provide them
a full range of academic, ath-
letic and extracurricular ac-
tivities,” Roehl added.

Some say that all those reasons for the (Heidelberg to Wies-
baden) move that were there in 2003 are no longer valid. The
going explanation in the community is that a general had an
argument with then-mayor of Heidelberg, and then the decision
was made. Why has it not been reversed?

As we move forward with the requirements of Round 56 announced in
July 2010, many people question the reasoning behind them. Whatever
the "going explanation," it s left to the garrison to execute the mission
with integrity and professionalism. The response to why the move is
happening is that consolidating the headquarters in Wiesbaden will
optimize command and control, intelligence and signal capabilities;
provide a more responsive organizational structure; offer better force
protection options than at the current location in Heidelberg; and provide
access to a nearby Army airfield. In terms of cost savings, the Department
of Defense's planning for consolidation of U.S. Army Europe headquarters
with its military intelligence and signal assets at Wiesbaden goes back

t0 2003-04. DOD's review in summer 2009 made a valid operational and
business case to continue consolidation in Wiesbaden with estimated

net annual recurring savings of $112 million. Savings will be achieved

by about 2016. The 2009 review also found that initial savings estimates
were high, but using DOD Base Realignment and Closure rules including
adding the cost of moving 1AD headquarters to Fort Bliss, results indicate
alower, but still positive, net savings. The review concluded that closing
three communities and consolidating onto one site will mean major sav-
ings resulting from fewer gates, more efficient schools, lower operating
costs and decreased support personnel.

Soldiers’ teamwork creates symbol of friendship

BRUCHMUHLBACH-
MIESAU - Kaiserslautern Sol-
diers recently transformed an
ugly concrete wall at Miesau
Army Depot into a mural
honoring a longstanding
friendship between Germans
and Americans.

Last year, because of secu-
rity concerns, the Army di-
verted depot traffic and built
a blast-resistant wall, said Col.
Richard Jordan, commander
of the 212st Combat Support
Hospital. Jordan knew the
wall provided protection but
never like the way it looked.
He envisioned it covered with
children’s artwork.

“We took advantage of the
situation to paint a picture of
unity that stands as a memen-
to to our community,” Jordan
said. “We’re saying ‘this be-
longs to us.”

Jordan’s vision reached lo-
cal German and American
schools, where children drew
ideas of friendship between
their countries. Hans Schen-
kel, a local German artist,
combined their sketches to
design the mural, Jordan said.

Spc. Peter Oratowski, an op-
erating room specialist with
an art background, oversaw
the painting. One night in late
May, Oratowski, of Brooklyn,
N.Y,, began the project us-
ing a computer projector to
trace the concept onto the
wall. Since then, volunteers
from the 212th CSH and Sol-

diers from the garrison’s Bet-
ter Opportunities For Single
Soldiers program put in long
hours, mostly during their
free time after work.

“It’s been great to get my
hands in paint again,” Ora-
towski said. “It’s been a real
challenge to paint. But we’ve
got a great team and it’s been
alot of fun.”

During a June 10 ceremony,
U.S. and German officials un-
veiled the mural — a symbol
of German and American
friendship. Denise Miller,
deputy to the garrison com-
mander, said the effort says
something important about
those who serve in our Army.

“There’s a lot of hidden tal-
ent,” Miller said. “The whole
team did a lot of work pulling
all the different types of art-
work together and that really
stands out.”

For the past two years, Jor-
dan’s unit was busy — rede-
signing their hospital to mo-
bilize quickly and partnering
with medical units from Brit-
ain, Germany, Bulgaria and
Romania. The command’s re-
lationship with the local com-
munity, however, remained a
priority, Jordan said.

For decades, the Army
maintained good relations
with Bruchmiihlbach-Miesau,
to include longstanding sup-
port of the community’s an-
nual horse show. Earlier this
year, Jordan’s Soldiers raised
money for a German kinder-
garten to buy developmental
toys.

Bruchmiihlbach-Miesau
Mayor Werner Holz said he
welcomed Jordan’s idea to
paint the blast wall.

“The fact that American
and German students joined
together for an artistic event is
a great expression of coopera-
tion and a very suitable tool
for fostering relationships.”

For the Soldiers who
worked on the mural, the job
was a chance to do something
outside their normal duties.

Pfc. Patrick Crowe stum-
bled upon the painting crew
one evening. The 25-year-old
medic from Augusta, Ga.,
never painted before, Ora-
towski said.

“He grabbed a brush and
has been coming out to help
ever since,” Oratowski said.

Wearing faded desert cam-
ouflage cutoffs and a BOSS
T-shirt, Spc. Nicholas Yon-
cher, 24, a Company B medic,
grabbed a pizza slice in one
hand and dipped his paint-
brush with the other. He
reminisced about murals he
helped paint for church back
home in Nikiski, Alaska.

“Art has always been an in-
terest. Before now, I didn’t do
it much in the Army,” Yoncher
said. “We should do more
things like this.”

Storm clouds were the Sol-
diers’ enemy. They defended

their artwork from sudden
rainstorms — scrambling over
the wall to drape plastic sheet-
ing over the emerging mural.
Soaked amid sun showers,
they laughed and joked with
each other. Painting was tough
at times, but each agreed that
it was a lot fun.

Working through supper-
time, the Soldiers frequented
the pizzeria just outside the
depot gate. There, they prac-
ticed speaking German and
learned an important word,
Mannschaft - the German
word for “team.”

“It’s been a lot of hard
work,” Oratowski said. “But
we did it as a team.”

Risk, fun of buying, selling second hand cars in Germany

German contract law governs all
transactions of purchasing a used car
in Germany, whether from the inter-
net, a dealer or a friend.

What rights does a buyer have
against a seller if repairs become nec-
essary? Generally, German law says
that the seller of an item is responsible
for defects for two years. With certain
limitations, this warranty law applies
to secondhand car purchases, making
the seller responsible for defects.

With used cars, a distinction must
be drawn between what constitutes
a mechanical defect and what can be
considered being normal wear and
tear. Even if it impairs the function
of a used car, normal wear and tear

does not usually constitute a legally
relevant defect. Normal wear and tear
is determined by considering the age
and condition of the car. The older
the car, the more likely the problem
is considered to be ordinary wear and
tear. Often, only an appraiser can draw
the line between a defect and wear and
tear.

Also, many buyers learn the two-
year warranty period can be exclud-
ed in a written agreement or at least
shortened to one year. When buying a
car from a private individual, it is per-
missible in a contract to exclude any
warranties. Often such contracts may
say that the car was bought “as is.”

In such a case, the risk is shifted
entirely to the buyer, who can go af-
ter the seller only if it can be proven

that the seller knew the defect existed
and purposefully did not disclose it to
the buyer. A little more protection is
guaranteed if you are buying from a
professional car dealer. Here the nor-
mal two-year warranty period cannot
be eliminated but it can be reduced to
one year.

If your new used car starts having
problems, you must first establish that
the mechanical problem qualifies as a
defect, and you must show the defect
was present when the car was trans-
ferred to you. Then, your first op-
tion is to request the seller repair the
car free of charge. You can cancel the
contract and request a refund — taking
into account used mileage — only if the
seller fails to fix the problem.

How can you avoid such problems?

If possible, before the sale is com-
plete, the buyer should have the car
thoroughly checked out and tested by
another garage or an official appraiser.
Although not free, it creates clarity
and allows for the option to negotiate
the price.

Make sure that all terms are in writ-
ing and signed by both parties. Be-
ware that a clause such as “inspection
guaranteed” only means that the seller
must make sure that the car is in such
a condition that it passes inspection.

Passing inspection is not a guaran-
tee that the vehicle will remain reli-
able.

When you are selling or buying a
secondhand vehicle, carefully consider
all aspects of the transaction to pre-
vent it from becoming a problem.

optzonal patrol cap default headgear, but beret stays with ASU

WASHINGTON - The
voice of the Soldier has been
heard: the Army announced
the patrol cap will replace
the black wool beret as the

default headgear for the
Army Combat Uniform.
Also changing are the

options for how Soldiers can
attach certain items to their
ACU shirts.

Army Chief of Staff Martin
E. Dempsey said Soldiers
will soon be able to sew on
name tapes, service tapes,
rank insignia and skill badges
instead of using Velcro.

The changes were made
after Dempsey  received
input from Sgt. Major of the
Army Raymond F. Chandler
1II, who had been tasked
to gather opinions from
Soldiers in the field.

“I am a scout for Gen.
Dempsey, who asked me
to look into everything a
Soldier wears from the top of
his head to the bottom of his
feet,” Chandler said. “These
are changes that the field said
they wanted to see.”

Typically, uniform changes
come as a result of a board
that meets twice a year.

But Chandler said issues
surrounding both the ACU
headgear and the use of
Velcro were changes the
Army chief of staff wanted to
bring to the Secretary of the
Army immediately.

Chandler said he spoke
with  several  thousand
Soldiers and also received
comments via social media
sites, like Facebook.

“I have also discussed this
with my board of directors
— the most senior sergeants

major of our Army,” Chandler
said.

Post-deployment combat
uniform surveys were used as
a basis for the changes.

The number one and
number two issues, Chandler
said, involve the beret and
Velcro.

“The Soldiers didn't like
the fact that the beret was hot
— it was not something that
they wore the majority of the
time,” he said.

“And they didn't like the
fact it didn't shade the sun
and it took two hands to put
on. And they didn't like to
carry two pieces of headgear
to do different functions
during the day,” Chandler
added.

The beret has been the
standard ~ headgear  for
the Army's ACU - the
camouflage uniform worn by
most Soldiers.

But most Soldiers still
needed to switch to the patrol
cap based on the work they
were doing — in a motor pool
or in the field, for instance.

Those  Soldiers  would
have to carry two pieces of
headgear with them, one
in each pocket and switch
depending on what they was
doing.

In the field, they put on
the patrol cap. Back on base,
they'd have to switch to the
beret.

The new policy will make
the patrol cap the standard.
But the beret isn't going
anywhere. It will remain as

the standard for the Army
Service Uniform and as an
optional uniform item with
the ACU - at the discretion
of commanders.

“They could choose to say
for an event, like change of

command, that they want
them to wear the beret,”
Chandler said.

The change in the beret
policy will save the Army
about $6.5 million over the
lifecycle of the ACU. New
Soldiers had been issued
two berets. Now they will be
issued one.

Chandler pointed out
that Soldiers didn't ask to
eliminate the beret — just to
change when it's worn.

“Soldiers said we don't
want to wear it with this
uniform, but they do feel
they look very professional
wearing it with the Army
Service Uniform,” Chandler
said.

The ACU, a replacement
for the Battle Dress Uniform,

featured ~ many  design
changes.
Included among those

were a different cut for the
fabric, new placement for
pockets and a new digital
color pattern.

Also included were Velcro
fasteners that allowed
pockets to be sealed shut,
sleeves to be cinched down

and rank insignia, name
tapes, service tapes, patches
and skill badges to be

added and removed at will
— without time-consuming
and sometimes costly trips to
clothing alterations.

Still, some Soldiers were
displeased with Velcro on the
uniform, Chandler said.

The Army's new policy on
attaching accoutrements to

the ACU will allow Soldiers
to sew on rank insignia, the
name tape and the service
tape.

Additionally, skill badges
such as the Airborne,
pathfinder, combat action,
combat infantryman and
expert infantryman badge
will also be authorized for
sewing.

Currently, those badges are
provided in painted metal
and have to be pinned to the
uniform.

Pinning badges to the
uniform can be a lengthy
process because they have to
be aligned using a ruler. The
new policy will allow Soldiers
to sew those badges to the
uniform.

Combat and unit patches
on the left and right sleeve
and the U.S. flag will remain
Velcro-only, the SMA said.

Additionally, the ACU will
continue to come with Velcro
in the same locations it is
now.

If Soldiers are authorized
to sew something on, they
will sew it on top of the
Velcro.

Chandler also said Soldiers
asked for changes to how

cargo pockets are fastened.
Velcro had been used — now,
ACUs are available with
buttons used to keep the
pockets closed.

A similar change is being
discussed for how sleeve cuffs
are fastened, but Chandler
said that decision will be
made by the July uniform
board.

A more localized uniform
decision will affect Soldiers
assigned to the Army's
headquarters at the Pentagon
in Washington, D.C.

There, Soldiers had been
wearing the ACU as their
daily uniform.

By as early as October,
those Soldiers will show up
to work in the Army service
uniform, Chandler said.

“Our perspective is that
this is the corporate part of
the Army,” he said.

“The business-part of the
Army is done in the Pentagon,
and as a professional there
are certain standards of
attire associated with certain
activities,” Chandler said.

“For the business aspect
of the Army, it is the Army
service uniform,” Chandler

added.
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Midsummer knights keep reading skills sharp

One can’t help but be en-
chanted by fairy tales while
living in Germany, where
many fairy tales originated
such as those by the Brothers
Grimm.

The goal is to keep kids
reading through the summer,
Laplante said.

“I like to celebrate reading,”
Laplante said. “I want to bring
the medieval theme to life to
kids through books, puppets,
crafts, and more.”

The program begins today
in Mannheim and continues
through July 20.

In Heidelberg, the program
is split into age groups. For
preschool children, activities
will include singing songs,
reading books, making crafts
and watching fairy-tale pup-
pet shows. Weekly sessions are
60-90 minutes long and will
run June 29-July 28.

For children in first to fifth
grades, activities will include
guest speakers, a Shakespeare
puppet show and medieval-
themed crafts such as medi-
eval costumes and decora-
tions. The closing party will
include games, refreshments
and prizes.

For teens in sixth-12th
grades, the program runs
June 28-July 26 in Heidelberg

Monday, July 4

ending with an egg catapult
contest and a raffle drawing
for prizes including an iPod
Touch.

The teens will meet only
twice and are expected to in-
dependently read up to two
books per week. There is an
online option for teens on va-
cation or at camp.

I'have found that the best way to try a new restaurant is to go
for lunch. The atmosphere is more relaxed and the prices are
cheaper.

The Indian restaurant Moghul Tandoori is located just across

the Theodor-Heuss Briicke overlooking the Neckar River and
Heidelberg. Take the first right after the bridge and park along
the river. You have to walk up an exterior flight of stairs to reach
the restaurant. They have a beautiful deck framed with fresh
flowers where you can enjoy your meal. Or you can dine inside in
their lavishly gilded dining room.

The menu is filled with options for carnivores and vegetarians
alike. For starters they offer several soups including the classic
lentil Mulligatawny, Samosas/Pakoras and Bhaji. The Keema
Naan, spicy meat filled Naan bread, was fantastic and reason-
ably priced at only €5 — and perfect for sharing. They also
serve a prawn cocktail like none other: poached shrimp with
fresh mango and honey melon in a cognac cocktail sauce that
is unique, refreshing and perfect on a hot summer day.

Moghul prides itself on its Tandoori specialties. They include
choices of beef, lamb, chicken, fish or shrimp, all marinated

in yogurt and spices for 24 hours before being cooked in their
Tandoori oven. They present a gentle balance of extreme flavor
finished with the cooling effect of a yogurt.

The chicken, beef and seafood options are abundant and
familiar with dishes like Madras, Vindaloo, Korma and Masala.
For vegetarians options are so bountiful, it will be difficult

to choose one. For something different and sublime, try the
Chicken Dansek: chicken cooked with lentils, spices and coco-
nut will awaken your palate and keep you wanting more.

Another standout dish is the Shrimp Madras. Shrimp
marinated in spicy Madras spices simmered with mushrooms
and coconut is one of the most delicious shrimp dishes | have
eaten. Is it obvious that | love coconut? My favorite vegetarian
dish is the Palek Paneer which is house made cheese cooked
with spinach, onions, tomatoes, spices and yogurt. The por-
tions are large and can be easily shared.

In addition to their full lunch menu (a bit pricey), the
restaurant has a small selection of daily lunch specials such as
Tandoori salmon and chicken or Chicken Masala and Vegetable
Korma. All are served with Jasmine rice and range in price
from €7 to €9.

Everyone spends so much time on the castle side of Heidelberg
that the other side of the river gets forgotten. So take the trip
and give Moghul Tandoori Indian restaurant a try.

I've been best friends with my high
school sweetheart for 32 years. We've
been married almost 22 years and
have six beautiful children together.

I never read the paper but for
some reason I picked it up and saw
your column. It must have been God
answering a prayer. I instantly felt
better when I started reading about
other women who felt the same as
me.

I have faithfully supported and
stood by my husband as he continues
to pursue his dreams and goals in
the military. Meanwhile, I've raised
six kids by myself because from the
beginning of the marriage I've been
alone 75 percent of the time.

I think that’s why I had so many
babies; they kept me busy and
feeling worthwhile. My husband has
recently been promoted again to a
job of great rank, and I stand there
by his side as people congratulate
him for his well job done. He takes it

and goes with it as if I'm not there.
I've had to say, “Hey, that’s not right,
acknowledge me. You didn’t do this
by yourself. I helped you get there,
and you should say, ‘Thanks, but I
couldn’t have done this without the
support of my wife.”

He'll say to me, “Oh, I know I
couldn’t.” OK, well, say that to the
next person who acts like you are the
only one standing there.

Talk about the sex life. It sucks. I
want the man I fell in love with not
this man who walks around talking
about what his money bought. Hey,
I earned it too. I should be given a
degree in homemaking.

Buying tax-free fuel in Netherlands

USAG Schinnen's Public Affairs

SCHINNEN, Netherlands — Pro-
cedures for purchasing rationed fuel
in the Netherlands impact person-
nel stationed outside the country
by requiring special paperwork and
authorizations before tanking up.

Individuals not stationed in the
Netherlands must be on official
travel or leave orders to purchase
fuel in the Netherlands, accord-
ing to Army in Europe Regulation
(AER) 550-35. This regulation
clarifies fuel purchasing proce-
dures for the paper/coupon-based
system in the Netherlands.

“AER 550-35 provides clear
procedures for personnel stationed
in Germany to buy rationed fuel
in the Netherlands and, most
important, complies with author-
ity granted from the Netherlands
government,” said Tom Budzyna,
USAG Schinnen's Public Affairs

Officer.

When the new automated fuel
ration card arrived in 2009, per-
sonnel assigned outside Germany
had to obtain AE Form 550-175L
from a Military Police station in
Germany, provide their identifica-
tion card, vehicle registration and
current leave/pass or temporary
duty orders in order to receive a
temporary ration to purchase fuel
when traveling in Germany.

A similar procedure applies for
personnel assigned outside the
Netherlands who wish to purchase
tax-free fuel in the Netherlands.

Individuals in Germany who
wish to obtain rationed fuel in the
Netherlands must complete AE
Form 600-17A, which serves as
the authority document for their
supplemental fuel ration. Once
approved, the individual then
presents the form to the USAG
Schinnen MP Station along with

an ID card, vehicle registration,
and TDY orders, leave document
or military pass.

The leave document should be
the multi-purpose OPM Form 71
(if civilian) or a DA Form 31 (for
Army). The MP will then issue AE
Form 550-35B with a temporary
(limited) ration authorization
that can be used to purchase fuel
coupons at the Schinnen Main
Exchange or fill-up directly at the
Exchange gas station on USAG
Schinnen.

“It's important to get your
paperwork in order because the
changes that took effect in 2009
also mean that customers cannot
buy Netherlands fuel coupons
from Exchange operations outside
the Netherlands. So if you're
driving to USAG Schinnen and
planning on buying fuel, you need
to arrive with your documents in
order,” Budzyna said.

access to a global DOD address list,
providing a permanent e-mail address
regardless of location or station,
saving millions of dollars in fiscal
year 13 and beyond by eliminating
and consolidating hardware and data
storage redundancies,” said Brig. Gen.

Signal Command.

Users can prepare for this e-mail
service change by contacting their
information management officer,
submitting a 119 help desk ticket and
reading information provided on
the 5th Signal Command Web site at
www.5sigemd.army.mil.

The European Enterprise service
desk website has instructional docu-

ments and videos to help users get
ready for these aspects of migration.
“The single most helpful action you
can take in preparation for this e-mail
migration is to reduce the size of your
e-mail mail box to less than 50 mega-
bytes prior to migration,” said Paul
Woolston, network operations analyst
with the 102nd Signal Battalion. “The
process works best with small mail-

boxes.”

Woolston also said it is important
to “make a note for your recurring
calendar events and names of those
you invite to those events if you use
and manage calendars.”

“After migration you will have to
re-invite people to your events. You
will have to reset the recurring sched-
ule for these events as well,” he said.
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
